Trip to Azove and Parakou

As indicated in previous reports a team of
American missionaries in the south eastern
part of Benin that we call the Azove churches.
We have been working with them to provide
them the needed leadership. On the weekend
of the 14th March, I held a two-day seminar for
them. Most of the leaders did not attend on
Saturday and on Sunday when I met them it
became apparent that they have interpersonal
problems. On Saturday 11t April, four of us,
Koffi Hiheaglo, Michel Sossoukpe, Prosper
Segniho and I held a three-hour meeting
during which I told them I would not work
with a divided leadership. [ have too much on
my hand and would not get involved in
anything that would not succeed. That seem
to work and in the end, we arrived at a point
and all promised to continue working
together.

At 1.45 pm, we left Azove headed to the
northern region of Benin, Parakou with brief
stops in Dassa and Save to talk to the
Preachers there. We got to Parakou late.

On Sunday we worshipped with the brethren
in the home of Daniel Barka, the preacher.
After worship we went to look at the
construction taking place at the church
property which has an office, a classroom and
the worship hall. We drove back and got home
at night. In all, we drove 600 miles. Below are
pictures.
