As mentioned in previous reports, we have
accepted the challenge to work with several
congregations that American missionaries
have established before leaving for home.
Brother Michel and I made a one day trip to
meet with the leaders in charge of a health
poste that the missionaries established in one
of the very deprived villages. Michel, a State
Registered Nurse teaches in the Nurses
Training school in Cotonou. We went there on
May 13t to make contacts with staff of the
government regional hospital. We could not

meet the Doctors and some of the medical
staff whose help we went seeking for our
health post. It was a public holiday in memory
of the ascension of Christ to heaven. We
however had a good meeting with the local
leaders managing the clinic and the staff. They
gave us money from their funds to buy for
them some of the basic equipment that Michel
thought very essential for their operations.

Porto Novo is the political capital of Benin. So
far, we have only one congregation in the city.
On May 16t [ worshipped with the Akonaboe
congregation in Porto Novo. On the way home
Brother Alexis called me to join them in a
second service that was going on somewhere
else in the city. After worship at Akanaboe, I
was guided to another meeting. Alexis had a
preaching point and had baptized two people
and they met for the first time that day for
breaking bread. It was in the home of one of
the new members. At the end, they had so
many questions. | agreed to be at their next
Saturday morning Bible study meeting on May
22nd to answer their questions. Of course, the
room was full and we had a lively discussion. I
went back again on the 29t. The distance
from our Campus to Porto Novo is about 60
miles.

6-We are searching for a place of worship for four
of our new converts we reported on in our last
report because their residence is far from our
place of worship and because of this they do not
attend all the different meetings of the church.
Other persons in their locality who are listeners to
« The voice of the truth radio broadcasts » and
former members of the church of Christ who live
in the area but do not come to services are also
interested to have a place of worship to begin
services again. For the time being, we have
problems of financing. Pray for this plan.
